The required strength
and fexibility of the horizontal bar rail are at the very
limits of what is metallurgically possible.

The |anssen-Fritsen engineers have succeeded
howstesver o keep the capabilities of this apparatus in
line with the ever increasing capabilities of todays
gymnasts. The Olympic medals in Athens were
contested and waon on the Janssen-Fritsen horizontal
